Procedure for Hosting the PetFix Clinic
Registering Clients

1.  Keep track of Points

Animals will be scheduled using the following point system:
· Cat Neuter    


2 points

$20.00

· Cat: Spay
 

3 points

$30.00
· Dog Neuter      

3 points

$30.00
· Dog Spay


5 points

$50.00
· Dog over 50lbs

6 points

$60.00

The PetFix program coordinator will determine how many total points you may    schedule at the time your date is secured.  The following will hold true in all cases.
All clinics must meet the minimum of $600.00 dollars to bring the clinic in.

Cat Day – 
 Maximum of 23 surgeries or 61 points




 Maximum spays or ferals - 15

Dog Day – 
Maximum of 14 surgeries or 67 points


  
Maximum 5 dogs over 50lbs



  
Maximum 5 spays

Cat/Dog Day –
Maximum of 20 surgeries or 75 points



   
Maximum 5 dogs over 50lbs or dog spays



   
Maximum 5 ferals cats or cat spay
· Feral cats are welcome, but due to longer time required to anesthetize and handle, all should be scheduled and counted as spays (3pts.)
· We will do kittens and puppies at 8 weeks or 2 pounds.

· Please, no dogs over 80# without permission from veterinarian and program coordinator.

· We will spay pregnant animals, however, it must be understood that the surgery will terminate the pregnancy.
2.  For each animal registered, get the following information:

· Owner/Caregiver Name

· Pet’s name

· Address with zip

· Phone number where they can be reached prior to surgery day and day of surgery

Feral, stray or owned

· Does this animal have any medication problems?

· Is this animal on any medication?

· Does the animal need a rabies shot?

· Ask the client to look for obvious signs of illness (runny nose or eyes; sneezing; coughing, vomiting, diarrhea) and check for hair loss.  Any exposure or history of ringworm must be brought to our attention before the animal will be seen.  Owners/caregivers must call your organization as soon as possible if it is necessary to cancel the appointment.
3.  Give the following information:

· Owners must show proof of low-income or eligibility for public assistance according to attached guidelines.  Easiest documentation is Medicaid (not Medicare) card or Letter of Eligibility from local welfare office.
· Care givers of feral cat colonies do not have to qualify as low-income. Their cats will be ear-tipped!  Each feral cat must be in its own humane trap (not crate).  Please advise caregiver not to put straw, newspaper etc. in trap.
· Tame strays may be considered as ferals as long as the caregiver is willing to have them ear-tipped.

· Rescues, humane societies, or animal controls altering animals prior to adoption do not have to show proof of low-income; however animals must be in the possession of the organization at the time of surgery. Once they have been turned over to adopters, the adopters must show proof of eligibility. 
· Animals should not be given food or water after midnight the night before surgery. (unless they are 3 months of age or younger. These little ones can have food and water up until 7:00am the day of surgery)

· Cats must be in secure carriers. Dogs must be leashed. Feral cats must be in humane traps, 1 cat per trap/carrier (no exceptions!). Caregivers should bring a small can of cat food for each feral to make recovery in the trap more comfortable until they can be safely released outside.

4.   Please make sure you have telephone numbers of your clients in case PetFix  

       needs to contact them, or in the case of dogs, they may be released early.

5.  Send the following to each client:

· Confirmation of Appointment
· Registration Form (2 Sided) with Client Surgery Release on back (blue for animals owned by humane societies, or rescues – salmon for owned animals)  Each pet must have a separate registration form.
· These forms must be filled out and brought on the day of surgery or sent in earlier.
6.  Send master list to PetFix

      rabies certificates.
Day of Surgery
1. Have the Volunteer Waiver and Protocol for Bites and Scratches signed and give them to the PetFix staff.

2. Check-in. Review the Registration Form for each animal before the owner/caregiver leaves to make sure all items have been completed. Have 2 identibands made up for each animal prior to the surgery day with the owner’s last name, animal’s gender and the pet’s name.  Both should be placed around the handle of the animal’s carrier or trap and the Registration Form should be securely attached to the carrier or trap. 
3. Intake and Discharge Times. Animals should be brought in between 7:30 and 8:15 am.  We would like cats to arrive between 7:30 and 8:00 am. and dogs to arrive between 8:00 and 8:15 am.  Pick-up will be between 4:00 and 4:30 in the afternoon. Dogs may be released earlier.  Aftercare instructions will be given at that time. It is very important to make sure each owner/caregiver receives instructions and understands how important it is to follow them.

4. Monitoring Ferals. Because humane traps are too large to remain on the van, a responsible representative of the Partner organization must be on hand all day to monitor the ferals from the time they are taken off the van (immediately after surgery) until they are released to their caregivers. It is the job of this person to make sure the animals are recovering appropriately and notify the PetFix staff immediately if any problems are suspected. Cont.

FAQ

1. What if the client doesn’t qualify as low-income?

Refer them to one of the programs in the area that does not target low-income

owners. Valley Save-a-Pet (440.247.6520) is a good possibility. You’ll know of others in your area. (and we’d love to know about them as well for our Hot-Line)

2. What do we do when we run out of points?

Take names and numbers and offer to contact them when the PetFix Clinic next comes to town.   Alternatively, you could create a waiting list to be used in the case of “no-shows”.
