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Adoption Ambassador Supplies Checklist

Your shelter should supply everything needed to support Adoption Ambassadors in keeping their dogs safe and happy. Some Ambassadors will be willing to use their own pet supplies for their foster dogs—in that case, you do not need to supply everything on this list. You do, however, need to make sure every dog going into an Adoption Ambassador home has the following:


· Crate
· Food and treats
· Dog bowls
· Leash
· Collar
· Tag with your organization's information on it
· Rabies tag
· Veterinarian’s contact information (make sure to explain your protocol for contacting the vet)
· Adoption paperwork
· Microchip information
· Any other paperwork the new adopter will need
· Dog bed
· Small supply of toys (allow Ambassador to replenish as needed)
· Poop bags
· Medications such as flea and heartworm preventative
· Behavior and training information
·  “Adopt Me” Vests (purchase online or ask volunteers to make them)
· Personalized business cards or flyers promoting each dog (volunteers can make them if you don’t have time)
· Local hot spot list of dog-friendly places 
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
